In general - I would recommend establishing some best practices.. around the usage of push to client when multiple LPARs are involved and users can connect to only one of them on a regular basis. Assuming that can be done, since users connect to one or the other - you can probably make both of them primary systems for that set of users.. I think the problem will be the users who want  to connect to both - but again - if that can be controlled as a best practice then that model might work.

When I have two system’s(ADM(A004) & BETA(B012)) that I am try to export push-to-client configurations, whichever is the defined as a primary.system in pushtoclient.properties file; only that system is showing Global configuration page in the export wizard. The other system is showing only System Configurations. 
 
Is this expected? I checked for the hex(20) on all the lines of pushtoclient.properties file, and they look ok. 
 
The only workaround I tried was to export the preferences/configurations for one system and then flip the primary.system flag. Not sure if it is a design decision or a defect (PMR), Do you foresee any issue doing it(atleast by workaround)? I need a confirmation for the rollout tomorrow. Thank you so much! 
 
To test the workaround, A004 is defined as primary.system and B012 as secondary; then the export wizard showed the global configurations for A004 only. I flipped the primary.system to B012 and secondary to A004; then the export wizard showed the global configurations for B012 only. 
 
The use case is: I have few users connecting to just A004 system versus few other users are connecting to just B012. Very few might connect to both; I have no control on restricting them.
