You were right about Scott providing an answer to this question. I think this makes a good technote though so I will create one before closing this PMR. Would you like to submit a RFE to request that this be made answer via some new feature in the UI?

Scott's email update: 
At the time you first accept downloaded configuration updates or export configuration updates, you will have to choose which group to accept changes from / export changes to.  If, at some later date, you forget which group you chose, currently the only way to figure it out is to turn on tracing for com.ibm.ftt.configurations and do a new connect.  The group your workspace is bound to will show up in the trace.

You are requesting to export configuration files to group {0}. This action creates an association between the workspace and configuration group {0}.

Explanation
When you export a configuration file from a workspace to a configuration group, the workspace is bound to that group. All subsequent export requests from this workspace are exported to the same group.
